A+ students who transfer from
community colleges have a higher rate of graduation from four-year colleges because they have already invested two years in their
education; are more focused; have had the experience of competing for grades in a college classroom; have better refined study skills;
are 2 years older; and are better adjusted to the college environment. Always check websites for updated requirements and deadlines.
